What is happening in Reception this week?

We will continue to read our book by Eric Carle this week called, ‘The Very Hungry
Caterpillar’ It follows the life of a caterpillar from an egg to a butterfly. During this time
he eats, and eats and eats, getting bigger and bigger. We will be reading it over and
over so we learn it well and will focus on the main character, setting and the problem.
We will read another story called *Hugless Douglass” and explore new words,
snuggled, frembled, clumsy, peeped, wrapped, wriggle and scooped.

In phonics, most of us are now learning special friends. We will all be practising oral
blending, reading green and red words, practising writing sounds and spelling words
with the sounds we know well. We are all practising writing CVC words, most of us are
writing them in phrases with finger spaces. In handwriting, we are trying fo write our

In Maths, we will be reciting
numbers to 20 and back. We
will learn to recognise the
number 20 and count 20
objects. We will practise
reading all our numerals to 20
and writing them.

During the week, we <
will exploring sharing ‘
equally and halving.
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We are continuing our fopic about staying safe, healthy
and well. This week, we will be thinking about growing
and changing. We have changed since we were a baby
and will change more as we become an adult. Our
parents we once children like us! In our story, an egg was
laid on a leaf that hatched into a tiny caterpillar. He ate
so much and grew so big! When he was big enough, he
made a cocoon and changed info a beautiful butterfly.
