Please make payment for this 

trip using ParentPay (www.parentpay.com) by 18th October 2024, where you will also be able 

to give consent for your child to come on the trip. 

ParentPay is the preferred method for payment.  However, if you are unable to do so and need 

to pay cash, we are able to add the option for parents and carers to pay via their local PayPoint 

for even more convenience.  Please call into the office if you need to use this option so a 

barcoded letter can be issued to you. You can find your nearest PayPoint store by visiting their

Children will need to wear their usual school uniform and should bring a packed lunch and an 

additional drink, which we would prefer to be fully disposable, but can be within a backpack if 

you wish, as long as your child can easily manage to carry it for the day. 

Please note: Packed lunches are available to order from the school kitchen via 

ParentPay for children in receipt of free school meals only.
